The problem of cheatlng ‘has many: ag-
pects: 1) ‘the 1mmaturity of scme students,
2)the over-emphasis on grades, 3) ‘the’
"eurve" .grading, which may lead an other—
wise honest student to cheat if he ob-
serves a large percentage of his class"
doifig this sort of thing; 4) laxity of '
teachers when they are proctering exams,
Semester exeams are coming up. Maybe

now is‘the time to reconsider our ‘atii=
tude toward tests, and realize that notli=
ing, not even cheating, can make up for-
