DAVID HALBERSTAM
David Halberstam was born in New York City in 1934 and grad-

uated from Harvard in 1955.  For five years he worked for news:

papers in Mississippi and Tennessee before joining The New York
Timesin 1960 as a foreign correspondent. While reporting for that
paper, he won a Pulitzer Prize in 1964 for his coverage of the Viet-
nam war, an award which was soon followed by the Louis M. Lyons
Auwgrd, given by the Nieman Fellows of Harvard University, and the
George Polk Award

Mr. Halberstam’s first assignment by the Times was to cover the
wae in the Congo, where he became a war correspondent for the first
time. His reports on the Katanga fighting won him his first nomination
for the Pulitzer Prize. After winning the award in 1964, he went to
Poland for the Timeg, and after a year was expelled by the Communist
regime for his hard-hitting stories on the economic malaise there.
