The Faculty Council met 

Tuesday, May 9 ~ its agenda 
concerned the appointment of 
Council officers· ·and general 
business at hand . 

Under administrative reports: 
Sr. orma complimented the 
Education Department on its fine 
showing in the recent state reac­
creditation. She added that the 
examining team was surprised 
that Marian offered no graduate 
program in teacher education. 

Sr. · orma informed the Coun-. 
cil that the deans of area insti­
tutions are working now on 
inter-institutional cooperation. 
She said that possibly by next 
spring semester there would be a 
plan for students from other 
institutions to take courses at 
Marian while Marian students 
would enjoy free admission to 
classes at other institu lions. 
Students would pay their tuition' 
to their respective schools. 

Dean Brames reported the 

successful implementation of the 
Guest Hours policy, crediting 
its success to the cooperation of 
the students. 

The next item on the agenda 
was appointment of Council 
officers, with results as follows: 
chairman, Sr. Miriam Clare 
Heskarrip; vice-chairman , Mr. 
John Lowe;secretary Mrs. Midge 
Crouch ;parliamentarian ,Sr .Helen 
Eckrich. The ad hoc committee 
on committees will be made up 
of divisional chairmen, the 
Academic Dean, and the Pre i­
dent. This committee deals with 
appointments to the Standing 
Committees. The Agenda Com­
mittee for next year is composed 
of Sr. Marilyn Hofer, Mr. John 
Lowe, and Dr. Michael Eoff. 
The Election Board was also 
appointed. 

Committee reports were the 
last i tern of business. The Edu­
cation Department reported that 
it had accepted -55 students. 

Admi sions reported 262 ac­
cepted fre lunen so that there 
will be an estimated class of 
:225-235. 

Academic Affairs had much 
to report. They sugge 1ed no 
foreign language requirement for 
students with no language back­
ground and wi1h no need for it 
in their major; they suggested 
substitu1ing a·business or foreign 
culture course. It was brought 
up, but voted down. that 
Philosophy of Man and Ph.il­
osophy of Nature be made I 00 
courses but open to juniors and 
seniors as a '.WO course. Con­
cerning the Honors Program, 
ii was decided that five honors 
seminars and the successful com­
pletion of the senior project 
would fulfill the honors re­
quirement. Also discus ed was 
journalism credit for student 
editors and a night course in 
photography.

The Nationa l Association of 
Financial Aid Administrator is 
spear-heading a program among 
graduating seniors to ex press gra t­
i tu de and support of federal aid 
to higher education.

Today there is a tendency for 
Americans to identify the federal 
government only in a negative 
light as an abstract, imper onal 
bureaucracy in Washington 
whose apparently endle s system 
of taxation cut further and fur­
ther into their incomes. Howeve[, 
students who have received Ed­
cational Opportunity Grants, Na­
tional Defense Student Loans (or 

any other loans which are guar­
anteed and subsid ized by 'the fed­
eral government while the stu­
dent is in schoo l) and jobs ci.n 
the College Work-Study Program 
have received some of the bene­
fits directly from that tax syste~- --

Miss Jeffers heartily endorses 
this campaign. She has available 
in the Financial Aid Office a 
sample letter which may be used 
as a guide in writing to your 
Congressmen. She emphasizes 
that expressions of appreciation 
are always in order, but the vol­
ume of this expression now can 
create a positive impact on the 
members of Congress who are tl1is 
very day considering legislation 
for federal funding for next year. 
Knowing that the re_s:ipients of 
that aid are appreciative of it 
wi ll go a long way in stimulating 
Congressi9nal support of federal 
aid programs. 

Wh.ile many details and plans 
are claiming the attention of 
seniors right now, Miss Jeffers 
urges the graduates to take a 
few minutes of their time, even 
after commencement if neces­
sary, to let their Congressmen 
know their appreciation. [t may 
help to insure continued federal 

support and increased appropria­
tions for underclassmen and fu. 
ture college students.
