Earlier this month President 
Reagan sent U.N. ;nbassador Vernon 
Walters to Europe to 'consult'(?) with 
NATO governments about prospective 
action against Libya, As a result of 
the highly publicized action, the t~T0 
alliance has been seriously weakened.
