Peter and Paul cathedral
he zerved for 16 years before his
consecration as Bishop of Hippus
and Auxiliary Bizhop of India-
napoliz, March 2% 1933,

Hiz consecration as Bishop of
Indianapolis in April 24, 1834, all
but coincided with the celebration
of the centennial of the diocese
in May.

Meaningful, as giving the key-
note of the second century of the
diocese’z history and, especially,
of its first decade, now closed,
are the following sentences from
the. Bishop's first pastoral letter,
“We may rejoiee in our glorious
history, but we must not rest sz
though the task is ended. The
future will itsell become history.”

The crestion of two new syf-
fragan dioceses and the redis.
tricting of the entire state pom-
plete the present reorganization.

The Biszhops of the new dio-
ceses, Lafayette in Indiana and
Evansville, will be, respectively,
Monsignor Henry Jeseph Grim-
melsman, of the Pontifics]l Jose-
phinum  College, Worthington,
Ohio, and Monsignor John GL:}::-gp
Bennett, of Garrett, Indiana.
