Indiana, June 'l, 1956
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9tudent Vote Accepts
Revised Constitution;
Amends Two B}F-Lawr-}

The Student Association con-
stitution and by-laws, recently re-
vised to meet coeducational and
other needs, were ratified by a
two-thirds majority ballet com-
pleted May 17. Two amendments
were substituted before ratifica-
tion,

Article I Section 4 was amended
to read: “The executive board of
the Association is to rule on any
proposed activity of the student
body, ie. any student group de-
siring to initiate any kind of ac-
tivity affecting the entire student
hody, excluding the dates of regu-
larly scheduled meelings, muost
present the dates to the Executive
Board of the Aszociation for ap-
proval and entrance on the calen-
dar.™

Article III Bection 2, also
amended, now reads: “To be elig-
ible for nomination to an Associa-
tion office, candidates must have
an average of one point or above,
with the exception of the Presi-
dent who must have an average
on one point five or above, If a
student has been on scholastic
probation at any time at Marian
College, that studant must main-
tain a point average of one point
five for two consecutive semes-
ters before becoming eligible for
election to an Association office.

Something upperclassmen have
been asked for two years is, “Which
do you like better, Marian for women
only, or as a co-ed school?” It isn't
an easy question to answer; usually
we hem and haw a bit and say, “Well,
the two ways are so different, and
cannot be compared easily.” True,
true, true, but from the heights of
our vast experience of seeing Marian
two years all-girl and two years co-
ed, the time has come when, perhaps,
we can give a better answer.

Marian as a women's college had
stricter rules, a greater friendliness
among the resident students, fewer
social affairs, less than half the pres-
ent enrollment, and a bit more of that
undefinable spirit of gentility. There
was more contact, and thus a greater
interchange of thought, with mem-
bers of the facolty; there was more

more carelessness in class dress.
Many of the changed factors now
might only be cauzed by the inerease
in enrollment, not necessarily be-
cause the men are here.

With men at Marian, classes seem
to have livelier discussions. The male
presence is also noted by the addi-
tion of the male scholar in chapel,
and in the additional number of
priests and lay teachers on the fac-
ulty. To accomodate the greater en-
rollment element which men bring
with them, we have added another
building, fitted with the best equip-
ment. Both interest and participation
in sports have inecreaszed; new tennis
eourts have been built,

FReally, it iz hard to say which we
like better. For some people, who do
not care so much for changes, there
is no need for comparison; it was
much nicer before. For others, who
like many activities, the other way
looks monotonous compared with this
one.

But the main point to be consid-
ered is that the most important
things have not changed — we still
learn from our clazses, we still are
folowing the same ideals, the same
methods of study, and when we leave,
we will miss this place every bit as
much as we would have missed it as
a women's college.
