For ‘The Americas’

“Walt Whitman's Popularity
Among Latin American Poets,”
article by Sister Mary Edgar, of
the faeulty, appeared in the July,
1952 izsue of The Americos, quar-
terly review of Inter-American cul-
tural history. This review is pub-
lished by the American Academy of
Franciscan History, Washington,
D. C.

Sister Mary Edgar became inter-
ested in Walt Whitman's influence
on Latin American poets through
her study of their literature. Ru-

Oct. 3 marked the 26th anniversary of
Pope Pius XI's naming St. Theresze of the
Child Jesus the patroness of all Cathelie
missions, How the Little Flower earned
thiz title and how her “little way"™ led to
ganctity she hergelf explaing in thiz Aunto-
biography.

Az a little child, St. Therese tells us, she
experienced the same feelings of jealousy
and impatience, the same quarrels with her
sisters, as any other child. Her pride
and stubbornness were displayed when she
refused to kiaz the ground for a half penny.
She also liked to wear dresses without
pleaves so as to “look pretty™.

Her sanctity, howewver, began early, as
ghe learned “to mortify herself in order to
please God"™ From the age of three, the
daily guestion she asked heor older sisters,
her “little mothers”, remained, Do you
think our Lord is pleased with me?™ And
gazing at Orion’s Belt in the sky she used to
say, ""Look, Father, my name is written in
heaven."

Ones in Carmel, the Little Flower empha-
gizes, she found the spiritual exercises of
her Sisters beyond her comprehension, and
the brave deeds of the saints frightening.
Mot being able to speak to Jesus in the
customary way, this “little soul” conversed
with Him as a child, from her heart. Hers
was a “little way" of self-abandonment and
trust, of sanctity in little things.

Her life iz one of encouragement to those
who wish to be saints, but feel no attraction
to the religious life or worry at their seem-
ing spiritual aridity. Frequently affected
by such aridity, 8t. Therese learned at such
times to “just love". Like the Christophers,

she shows us the posgibility of always ap-
proaching our final Goal through day-to-day
living in any vocation.

“There iz a call to the faithful of every
nation", said Pope Benedict XV, “no matter
what may be their age, sex, or condition in
life, to enter wholehesrtedly upon the Little
Way which led Sceur Therese to the summit
of heroie wvirtue”

Other sugpested readings on the life of
the Little Flower are: The Heart of St
Therese by Abbe Andre Combes and The
foze Dnpeteled by Blanche Morteveille,
translated by o British Benedictine, Mother
Paula.

These and additional accounts of her life
are available in the college library.
