Monument to Mary

Motker's Day, May L, saw the country-wide drive for
funds to complete our country’s “monument to Mary,”
the National Shrine of the Immaegulate Conception,
Washington, D. C.

Since the corncer-stone laving by Cardinal Gibhons in
1920 only the basement church or crypt his been eom-
pleted.  Its grandeur, however, is token enough of
the magnificence of the entire Romanesgne hasilica en-
vistoned by its founders, who planned that it should he
“as beautiful as humanly possible”

In the center of the cross-shaped crypt is the gold-
onyx Aary Memorial Allar, the gift of the International
Federation of Catholic Alumnae and dedicated to the
Marys of America. Surrounding it are fifteen altars,
honoring the fifteen mysterics of the rosary.

More than twenty cowntries have contributed the
thirty-nine varieties of their choicest marbles for the
pillarz and floor mozaies, Popes Benedict XV and Plus
X1 have presented a marble mosaic of Murilla's “Im-
maculate Conception™ destined far the amain altar of the
completed cathedral,
