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General Education Requirements Changing--
A committee consisting of Sr. Margaretta 

Black, Sr. Marilynn Hofer, Miss Mary 
Malatesta, Dr. · Drew Appleby, and Dr. John 
Lowe has been reviewing the general 
education requirements here at Marian Col­
lege. The changes in the requirements 
prop~sed by this committee have caused some 
amount of ~ontroversy as well as. concern-­
a concern shared by students and faculty 
alike. 

In an open discussion between committee 
members and students on Wednesday after­
noon, ·the reason given for this revision 
was the desire to establish a more 
balanced curriculum for the students. "We 
wanted to make sure that a 11 objectives, 
including skills (computer science, math)­
were covered, 11 said Sr. Margaretta, Dean 
of Marian College. 

Dr. Appleby agreed, ca11mg ,ta "bal- ., 
anced exposure to different points of view~' 

However, the concern expressed by stu­
dents and staff is what does balanced 
necessarily mean, well-rounded? Would it 
be possible for core sources involved with 
such large amounts of information as are 
Humanities and Global Studies to be 
taught effectively with three, as opposed 
to four semester hours? Many faculty 
members do not feel this could ·be possible. 
That that time is needed in order to · 
integrate their several fields of knowledge. 

Christmas at Allison 
Due to popular demand, Christmas at Allison 

and the Madrigal Singers has been expanded 
from two to three nights this year, December 
1-3. 

Presently, both Friday anG Saturday 'cven­
ings are filled, with 106 res~rvations each 
night. Denise Brennan, Alumni Director, who 
has handled the reservations, expects Thursday 
to be sold out also. The price of the tickets 
are $13.50 per person 

Others expressed concern that profession­
als want a well-rounded educated person and 
a certain body of knowledge has to be 
covered for this to take place. A cancer~ 
,over science courses being optional rather 
then required was also mentioned. Likewise, 
in spite of the committee's assertations 
that Literary Types would be deleated 
from the requi~ements because it's goals 
are not in other classes, many feel it i~ 
a valuable class and an asset to the 
curri cu1 urn. 

Dr. Appleby explained that the proposed 
reduction in the hours for Humanities as 
well as the deletion of Literary Types is 
so as to permit this more balanced type 
of education. 11 We want the students to 
achieve certain goals which include dealing 
with critical thinking (logic, math, 
computer science), with politics, and 
with economics. 111 It does not indicate that 
one is more important, but that they are 
equally important and necessary in an 
overall education." 

Elementary foreign language requi remen·ts 
would also be lowered from four to three 
semester hours, however, a math or 
computer science course would now be 
required, as well as a political science 
or an economics course. 

Not yet finalized, the committee is open 
to any opinions on the proposed changes 
in the current general education require-
m~nts. Rachel Helmen
