The ATUFS was founded and in-
corporated in 1951 by a group of
colleze and university presidents
who felt that the available sourees
of data on contemporary foreign
societies  fell short of meeting
teaching and research needs in the
mid-20th century,

Its purpoze is to develop, fi-
nance, and direct a corps of men
to study at first hand the contem-
poraneous affairs of significant
areéas of the world and, through
reports and perzonal services,
make their knowledge awailable to
colleges, other
educational systems.

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Can Kennedy Carry the Democrats?

Senator John Kennedy, prominent
Demoecratic candidate for president,
has ecaused a major flare-up among
higher Democratic leaders. It may
Le shocking for some to understand
why such leaders as Senator Lyndon
Johnson and Senator Stuart 3yming-
ton, former president Harry Tru-
man, and governor Adlai Stevenson
are so strongly against Kennedy as
their standard-bearer. Is it because
Kennedy is a Catholic? Or is it be-
cause these and other leaders feel
that they might have a stronger
candidate?

The anawers to these questions are
very important and purely specula-
tive. The thoughts zet forth here con-
cerning these problems may serve as
a start in analvzation.

I= religious bigotry against Cath-
olics present az much today as it
was in 1928 when Al Smith ran un-
successfully ? It seems the averape
perzon in this country still holds this
vigoroug prejudice. His bigotry is
noticeable primarily in the South and
the rural distriets of the North.
Whether we, as Catholics, want to
admit it or not, it is evident that
many people will not tolerate a Ca-
tholic for president.

Democratic leaders know thesze es-
sential facts, In these issues, they
gspeculate that Kennedy cannot win
if nominated. It is not necessarily
that they would not want him as
their choice, but they are faced with
an American dilemma. Some leaders
feel that even a weaker eandidate
should represent their party, in order
to secure some of the gubernatorial
and senatorial races,

Their reasoning 1s this: when
Dwight Eisenhower won in 1952 and
1956, he won as a popular person
among the electorate. At the same
time, many Democrats running for
governor and the Senate won. Why
was this possible? Simple. Many peo-
ple voted for Ike, then scratched for
many of the Democrats.

In 1960, some Democrats say that
if Kennedy is their choice, this for-
mer scralching will not come. That
is, people will vote a straight Re-
publican ticket in protest.

Is the solution to nominate a
weaker candidate to satisfy the party
bosses? Or does the solution lie in
evaluating the eritics themselves and
their motives and personal presiden-
tial ambitions?

William Costello, veteran political re-
porter, has used for the subject of =n
biography, Richard Nixon.

In the past 14 years the sole purpose
of Dick Nixon has been politics. During
these 14 years Nixon has steadily inereased
hig =tature.

Nixon began his career by answering
an ad in & California newspaper. The ad
was aponsored by “A committee of 100"
a group looking for a man to onseat the
incumbent Demdcratic congressman, Jerry
Voorhis, a five-term winner.

With hig logieal thinking and polished
manner of speaking, Nixon, against great
odds, lashed into his opponent with the
theme of communism and guilt by azso-
ciation. With modifications he has used
this method ever since,

The book is written from a liberal’s
point of wview, giving the facts and em-
phasizing little known ones. The gquestion
Costello seems to raise is, "Does the pres-
idency reguire 2 man with so much politi-
cal agility 7"’

Russian Exploitation
Of Incident Restores
Domestic Confidence

The recent controversy over Mr.
Powers and his plane is indeed la-
mentable. The reputation of the
United States might possibly have
dropped a notch of two in the eyes
of the world because of it. Yet apain
it might not have. The Russians are
shrewd enough to seize this, as they
have done before, and twist and ex-
ploit it until they have wormed the
last bit of usefulness out of it

Fate would have it that at the mo-
ment this particular ineident oc-
curred everything was in their favor
—the odds were for them, What bet-
ter time to point to the real aims of
capitalistic war mongers than right
Lefore peace talks? None. And it was
just at such a time that the plane
incident oceurred.

Real Significance

Whether or not the plane was spy-
ing, whether it was shot down or
not—all these are ineidental. Wheth-
er summit conferences do 0r ever will
accomplish anvthing matters little,
What matters is that the Russians
can point to such an ineident before
such a talk and influence many of
the peoples of the world. What mat-
ters is that the Russians ecan gain
something by it.

Domestic Awakening

However, there is another szide to
the eoin. The plane inecident has
awakened the vast majority of the
American people to the faet that
their government is doing something.
It has restored some measure of con-
fidence in the policies of the State
and Defense departments. People are
wondering now just what else the
government is doing along these
lines that is not known.

If this ineident has harmed the
world reputation of the United States
it has atrengthened and restored it
at home. Who is to #ay which is the
more important?

By Noted Historian

A prominent educator, now profes-
gor of history at Indiana University,
Dr. Robert Byrnes, spoke on the
“new crisis” at Honors Convoecation,
May 12. Dr. Byrnes also is lecturer
on the TV series presenting the Rus-
sian Revolution.

“Formerly,” he stated, “the threat
was a military one.” Now, however,
“we are betrayed by what is false
from within.”

Too much conformity can be dis-
astrous, the professor explained.

think for himself. “Evervone in a
Christian society has an obligation

to do his best.”

Fr. Stineman Gets
Ph.D.1in Education

During commencement exercizes
at St. Louis TUniversity Jume 4,
Father William F. Stineman, pEY-
chology professor and assistant
chaplain, will receive the depree
of doctor of philosophy of educa-
tion,

The doctor's degree climaxes 21
years of study. Born in Terre
Haute in 1926, Father received his
bachelor's degree from St. Mein-
rad Seminary in 1945, and his mas-
ter's from Indiana University in
1865,

Dissertation Topic

The final step in attaining the
dectorate was the dissertation “An
Analyzis of Urban and Rural Boys'
Ewvaluation of Their Fathers.” The
purpose of the study was to com-
pare urban and rural boys' per-
ceptions of their fathers in the
areas of authority and love. Fathsr
matched 300 boys enrolled in
grades three and four, seven and
eight, in 35 Catholic rural achoolza
in Southern Indiana by the same
number of boys from 16 Catholic
zchools in two large metropelitan
areas in Indiana.

All these subjectz were living at
hom2 with both natural parents,
and pastors or teachers rated these
families. Father found that: (1)
More younger city boys perceived
their fathers in a soecially-desir-
able light than did rural boys;
(2) the total groups of rural boys
indicated less love present in their
fathers as compared to the urban;

(3) older subjects zaw their
fathers im g more authoritarian
role,
