"A smaller city like Indianapolis and a beautiful 
college campus presents the best of all possible 
worlds to our students."

The program is designed, basically, to t each st udents 
from other countries how to handle English grammar, 
reading and writing. This is done on nine levels 
of proficiency, with concentrati on on worksh ops, 
language labs and conversation . 

Miss Tyson's pride in the center is justifiable. She 
feels that her teachers are the best t o be found 
throughout the country . "Each t eacher is completely 
capable of teachinfl every class at every level. And 
they do this without batting an eyelash, " she exclaims. 

Instructors speak only English to the 115 students 
currently enrolled. The use of fo reign languages in 
the classroom is considered detr imental ro progression. 

The director and her staff want to " Give our students 
the skills that will enable them to compete success­
fully with American students." T herefore, attention 
is focused on the use of librari es, outlining and
