next few days to ascertain student opin-

ion of the various suggested changes,

The first suggestion was an alteration

of the present structure of representa-
tion, Under this plan the Religious

Representative and the National Student
Association Representatlve(NSA) would be

replaced on the Board by different offices,

The Religious Rep would be replace by the
President of' the Inter-club Council, The
NSA Rep would be replaced by-a Student.
