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Student Activity Fees Increase

Costs are always on the rise, as college
students are well aware of. Beginning in
the fall of next year, student activity fees
for full-time students will increase from
$15 to $25 and from $7.50 to $12.50 for
part-time students.

The decision to increase the fees was a
unanimousone byboth the student board
members and also the subcommittee that
was appointed for the sole purpose of
discussing the fees. Itisimportant tonote
that commuter students were also repre-
sented on this subcommittee.

The board had been talking about such
an increase since the beginning of the
schoolyear. They encouraged students to
come to the meetings about raising the
activity fees by hanging up posters about
it before Christmas and in the latter part
of January, but no one showed up tovoice
his opinions.

Many students do not know what the
fees go towards. Dave Miller, President
of the board, said they pay for recrea-
tional activities for the students such as
comedians, dances, and Parents’ Day. This
year part of the fees paid for Marian’s film
license, which, according to treasurer Jim
Meer, costs about $1700 a year. “We're
trying 1o encourage people to stay on
campus,” says Wendy Sloman, Social
Planner on the board. “By providing more
entertainment on campus, maybe students
won’t go home so much.” The fees also
pay for discount tickets for admission to
attractionsin Indianapolis. “We’re trying
to reach everyone in the city,” Meer ex-
plained. Studentactivity fees also helped
furnish the new student center in Alverna.

Why are fees being increased for next
year? Meer says, “Costs are increasing

and our budgetis decreasing.” Itis getting
more and more expensive to furnish ac-
tivities, and compared to other schools,
our fees are pretty low. Miller explained
that there was a lot of money left over
from last year which was used this year for
activities, but that there wouldn’t be enough
money for next year unless the fees were
raised. By increasing the fees to $25 for
full-time students and $12.50 for part-
time students, they will have “approxi-
mately the same amount of money next
year to work with as we did this year, and
maybealittle more,” says Miller. The fees
have not been raised since 1986.

Most Marian students who were inter-
viewed for feedback by the board mem-
bers seemed to agree with the decision
because it would mean increased activi-
ties.

Students view smoking policy
from the butt and the filter

Marian College has shown commend-
able strength in its recently-established
smoking policy. Hoping to promote good
healthand provide a healthy environment
forstudents and faculty, Marian has taken
the motto of “The College That Cares,” a
step beyond mere words. It has taken a
firm stand on a controversial issue, and
the college’s resolution to stick to this
stand should be highly supported.

Given, thereare those struggling against
the addiction who find the new policy to
be unfair to them because they do not
have a private space on campus. The
policy was not meant to be unfair to any-
one, but to protect the non-smoker from
harmful second-hand smoke. Any respect-
able college would refrain from providing
an unhealthy environment.

Protecting the right of
others to have clean air is the primary
reason for the policy. Marian, in no way,
wanted to infringe upon free-will or in-
convenience anyone. Yet when it boils
down to free-will versus human rights,
human rights can never be wrong.
