The miszionary spirit of a gentle Italian
nun was responsible for our rejoicing, this
aummer, at the e¢anonization of the frst
United States citizen.

Mother Frances Xawvier Cabrini came to
America in 1889 {o minister to the needs of
Italian immigrants. She was thirty-eight
then, Arriving in New York she and six
members of the Institute of the Missionary
Histers of the Sacred Heart, founded by her
in Lombardy, began to work in the slums
and soon set up a hospital there, Within
twenty-cight years she had establighed
sehools, hospitals, free clinies, novitiates,
and orphanages in Chicago, Denver, Seattle,
Neow Srleuns, Philadelphia, and Los An-
geles., Her services reached the needy in
Niearagus, South America, Spain, France,
and England.

In 1508 she became a citizen of the
United States. Less than twenty-nine years
after her death, Dee. 22, 1917, in Chicago,
she iz being venerated as 5t Frances
Xavier."

“Saint Among the Sk}'ﬁﬂrafcrs”.is the
title of a painting by Robert J. Smith, de-
picting Mother Cabrini in the Italian see-
tion of a large American city.

In the fall of 1043, about four hundred
children elozed hehind them the doors of

They
alao knew that they were partly responsible
for the atomie bomb.

Worried and perplexed by the zerionsness
of this weapon, Oak Hidge students dis-
cusaed by what methods they could learn
more about this mysterious and secretive
threat to huomanity and how to transmit
thiz knowladpe to the rest of the nation's
students. The result of discussion and fre-
quent meetings  with the Oak Ridge
scientistzs and faculty was the organization
of the Youth Gouncil on the Atomic Crisis.
