How-
ever, drinking is known to be a major
factor in traffic deaths. Research
shows that a 0,05 per cent concentra-
tion of aleohol in the blood (equiva-

has no defects, maintain a serious
attitude while driving, obey all traf-

Ecumenical Council
Meets Success

Although it is much too zoon to aceess
fully the outcome of the first session of
the Becond Vaticam Couneil, we ean al-
ready =ee definitely positive results.

According to Father Raymond Bosler,
one of the leading theologians at the Coun-
¢il, during an aszsembly here Dee. 18, the
greatest result of the Couneil thuwz far iz
the bishops' deeper realization of what the
Church is in both itz human and divine
elements.

Of the sixty-seven proposals or projects
on the agenda, five have been discussed.
The first of these, the liturgy proposal, has
had nine amendments overwhelmingly ap-
proved.

Btreas was placed upon the importance
of today's communications, especially in
preaching the gospels to all men and in
spreading the principles of peace, social
justice, and human dignity.

In order to promote unity it was sog-
gested that “a prayer be composed which
ecould be recited by all Christians publicly
and privately and particularly by children
that they might be educated in the desire
for union.” It was made explicit, however,
that the Church does not want to achiove
unity at the cost of “the detriment of any
truth,"

Despite a suggestion that consideration
of the project on the nature of the Church
be poatponed until the next session, it was
decided to go ahead with the discussion,
believing that it will “facilitate examina-
tion of the project when the couneil recon-
venes in September, 1968."

On the whole, the results appear very
satiafactory. We ean be especially proud
of the strides toward unity, exemplified by
the presence of non-Catholie observers as
well as the azsembling of Cathelic church-
men from all over the world. —M, J.

Japanese Seminarian Notes
Contrast in Ethics, Church

Erought up in the traditional
Japanese manner but converted
to Catholicism during hiz ecollege
daye Frater Auvgustine Knii, a
Japanese seminarian studying to
be a Passionist Father, brought out
interesting pointz ahout the Jap-
anese people, their religion and
their ethics in an interview be-
fore his MNov. 29 faculty zeminar
on “Japanese Ethics,"

About his seminar topic, Broth-
er Augustine explained, in his ex-
cellent Hnglish, that in Japan
there are mo particular ethics in-
tegrated into the culture as the
Christian ethics of the Wastern
world. Hather the people's ethics
are detached from their religion,
which varies greatly from anciens
Schintoism and Buddhizm to mod.
ern sects such as Sokagnklkai.

One great problem of the Jap-
anese people in facing evil, results
fromi their long submission to the
rule of an emperor whom they
comsidered divine. “Sinee 1945,"
Brother stated, “there has bean
