At Prague Conference

But at the World Student congress to be
held this coming August in Prague and
sponsored by the Communist-dominated In-
ternational Union of Students, NSA dele-
gates are not weleome, Rather, after NBA's
suspension of negotiations Following the
1048 Cgech eoup in which observers re-
ported the failure of TUS to protect student
liberties, an invitation was extended to a
memberless group, the Committee for In-
ternational Student Cooperation, to form a
delegation which actually would not be
representative of us,

Every aspect of American life is there-
fore liahle to distortion by these ungualified
dalegntes. And to others, more serious, dis-
llusioned from war-torn countries, a wrong
impression of our demoeracy could have
affeets farther reaching than one might
suspect.

NEBA shall, of course, fight hoth these or-
ganizations of dubious prestige, but mora
than that, it is vitally interested in student
reaction to this issue, Perhaps our regponse
is & pauge of contemporary Ccampus ma-
turity.
