That the new officials will see fit to change the main lines of
policy seems doubtful. The basis for cur foreign and domestic
policies, the ideals of Americanism, do not change. Changes
in the secondary points surely cannot be made overnight with-
out dire results.

Also for the first time, we will be viewing out of office the
action of a party which has been in power for 20 years. Let
us hope that its position, as well as that of the Republican
party, will be one of cooperation without resentment, directed
toward serving the best interest of all the American people.

It iz the
Haoly Infant, not Santa, who fills
the children's shoes left by the
chimney on Christmas eve.

The presents are opened after
the family haz returned from Mid-
night Mass and enjoyed a big
hreakfast, Later, turkey dinner is
algs 8 family affair. Group wvisits
to ¢ribs in the city chuorches and
to the neighbors’ homes conelude
the day.

Among the poor Pernvians there
are some interesting customs. The
children go about dressed like
shephardzs and singing.

Tinkling Christmas bells may be
heard from apartment hounses of
the poor whenever the wind mowves
the strings of paper with bits of
glass which are hung from the
windows. This custom is called the
“Quita suenc'” (Wakeup) because
the sound aronses people during the
night.
